Modules to be completed for this class:

1)  Read the textbook and write down one personal key truth learned from each chapter and how you can implement it in ministry.  The reading and key truths assignment will be graded online, but should be kept in your student notebook.  You do not need to put each key truth on a separate page; you simply need to differentiate each by placing a chapter number and title in bold print (i.e. Chapter One – Being a Witness) 
2)  Listen to two 30-45 minute wma lectures and fill in the blanks of the 

lecture notes.  Once you have completed the lecture notes, take the online multiple-choice 

quiz.  
3)  Complete open book exam. Questions will come directly from the book.  It is recommended that you take the exam as you are reading through your chapters.  Then once you have completed the test on paper, take the online test to submit and you will receive your testing scores upon completion.
4)  Find three current articles in magazines or on the internet discussing the course subject matter. List the title of the magazine article, author's name, web link to the article, date of article, volume number, issue number, and page number.  If any of this information is not available, be sure to list it as N/A.  Summarize the article in your own words. The articles must be submitted online, but you should keep a copy for your student notebook.

5) Content:
The articles should be summarized in your own words. Do not use the exact words of the author without putting quotes and giving appropriate credit. This is plagiarism and will result in a “0” score. You may not collaborate with others.

5)  Write a 1 page paper discussing how the subject matter is relevant to your personal ministry and how you will implement it.  The key is to focus on the relevance of what you have just learned and how it can be applied to ministry.  Complete this assignment in a word processing program for your own records and then submit it via the online quiz format.  (The easiest way to complete this process is to copy the text into the quiz.  This way you do not need to retype the assignment.)

5) Content:
This paper should provide an overview of the main points you have 

learned in the specific class (2-3 points minimum). The last paragraph of the paper should be devoted to how you plan on practically implementing what you have learned.
Daily Class Schedule

Day 3: Read chapter three – write down one key truth you learned

Day 4: Read chapter four – write down one key truth you learned

Day 5: Read chapter five – write down one key truth you learned 
(Complete the online assignment which states you read the book and have written one key truth per chapter.  Please maintain your integrity in this process!!!)

Day 6: Listen to lecture #1 and fill in the blanks
Day 7: Listen to lecture #2 and fill in the blanks 

(Complete the lecture notes multiple-choice quiz online)
Day 8: Complete open book exam 
(Complete exam on your paper and then take the exam online.  Note: Be careful to make sure you spell all words correctly and that you do not leave extra spaces when filling in the blanks as this will result in an incorrect answer.)
Day 9: Find one magazine article concerning this subject and write a paragraph about its importance on this subject.  List the title of the magazine article, author's name, web link to the article, date of article, volume number, issue number, and page number.  If any of this information is not available, be sure to list it as N/A.  
Day 10: Find one magazine article concerning this subject and write a paragraph about its importance on this subject.
