2 Chronicles 27:1-2 (New International Version)

; Jotham was twenty-five years old when he became king, and he reigned in Jerusalem sixteen years. His mother’s name was
Jerusha daughter of Zadok. >He did what was right in the eyes of the Lord, just as his father Uzziah had done, but unlike him
he did not enter the temple of the Lord.

2 Chronicles 26:16-20 (New International Version)

®But after Uzziah became powerful, his pride led to his downfall. He was unfaithful to the Lord his God, and entered the
temple of the Lord to burn incense on the altar of incense. 7 Azariah the priest with eighty other courageous priests of

the Lord followed him in. 18They confronted King Uzziah and said, “It is not right for you, Uzziah, to burn incense to the Lord.
